1. Santa's hat and pants are worked in the Kalem stitch. Use 1 strand of Impressions 2013.
The gold pom pom is worked in French Knots. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid 002L.

2. Santa's face, cheeks, eyes, boots, and mittens are worked in the Tent stitch. Use 1 strand of Rachel
B38 for the face and 1 strand of B42 for the cheeks. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid 005L
for the eyes, boots and mittens. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid 002L for the gold line on
the boots.

3. Santa's coat is worked in the Serendipity stitch. Use 1 strand of Impressions 2013.

4. Santa's belt is worked in Diagonal Satin stitches. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid 005L.
The gold buckle is worked in the Tent stitch. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid 002L.

5. The white trim on Santa's hat and suit and his moustache are worked in French Knots. Use 2 strands
of Impressions 057.

6. Santa's beard is worked in the Long and Short stitch. Use 2 strands of Impressions 057.

7. The yellow package is worked in the Diagonal Mosaic stitch. Work the left side as diagrammed and
change the direction of the stitch for the right side. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid 002L.
The red ribbon is worked in the Diagonal Satin stitch. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid
003L.

8. The turquoise package is worked in the Woven stitch. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid
029L.

9. The green package is worked in the Hesitation stitch. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid
015L for black stitches and 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid 026L for white stitches.

10. The black and white package is worked in the Reversed Scotch stitch. Use 1 strand of Kreinik
Tapestry (#12) Braid 005L for the black squares and 001L for the white squares. The red ribbon is
worked in the Diagonal Satin stitch. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid 003L.

11. The bows on top of the packages are Ruched. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Tapestry (#12) Braid 003L for
the red bows and 026L for the purple bow.

12. The background is worked in the Christmas Tree Darning Pattern. Use 1 strand of Kreinik Very Fine
(#4) Braid 008L.
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
